The high surface area of the Accu-Clear filters ensure
long life cycles and low initial pressure drops.

Carfridge hardware components are constructed of high
purity polypropylene materials that can be safely used in wine
applications.  AccuClear cartridges are constructed and
assembled in a controlled environment to minimize the
possibility of confamination. Accu-Clear cartridges are
available in o wide range of configurations to fit most
commercially available filter housings.
